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In the present case the recruitment by inviting names for
consideration was started on 31-10-2009. By that date the first, and Second
amendment to the Rules of 2008, were notified with a clear legislative
intention that the Sub Inspectors appointed substantively, who have
completed 7 years of service on the first day of year of recruitment will be
considered for promotion in accordance with the new method for selection
provided in the Rules. The Third Amendment to the Rules was notified on 5-
4-2010 to clarify the intention that all previous Rules, Government Orders
and administrative instructions are rescinded, revoked ab-initio, and are
withdrawn.

The petitioners did not acquire or mature any right to be considered for
promotion under the Government Order dated 5-11-1965.

The writ petition is dismissed.
